•	 Gail also got a new record for an esturary perch, 
.44kg.

•	 The Summer Comp will be starting in just over a week, 
Wednesday 18 November 2015.  Cost to enter is 
$25 per person, and you must be a member of the 
Woronora RSL Fishing Club (and therefore the RSL 
Club) to enter.   Membership forms for both the Fishing 
Club and the RSL Club are available at the first weigh 
in for anyone who would like to join but isn’t currently 
a member of the club/s.  Flathead and Bream ONLY 
can be weighed in, AND THEY MUST BE WEIGHED IN 
LIVE.  It’s then up to you whether you let them go or 
keep them.  Flathead can be released prior to weigh 
in, but they must have a photo taken next to a ruler on 
the boat AND verified by another angler.  MINIMUM 
LENGTH for flathead is 40cm and for bream is 27cm to 
the fork.    If you have any queries about the Comp, 
call Leith on 0418 484 041.
